Consumer Directed Services- Private Pay (CDS-PP)

Why Consumer Directed Services- Private Pay?

1. Because consumers want more control and choice (and flexibility) in determining what services they receive: who will provide their care; when the care will be provided; and how that care will be provided.

2. Because the services consumers need are not always available or there are not enough workers through the traditional system.

3. Because consumers want to purchase help to take care of paperwork, payroll taxes, and other complex functions.

4. Because the cost for providing CDS-PP may be less than through the formal system.

5. Because services are needed for consumers who don’t speak English well.

6. Because providing consumer directed community supports allows Support Planners to receive reimbursement for which they would otherwise not be reimbursed through government sources of funding.
