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Consumer Directed Services- Nutrition (CDS-N)

Why Consumer Directed Services- Nutrition?

1. Because people have asked for (want) more control and choice (and more flexibility) in determining what services they receive: who will provide their care; when the care will be provided; and how that care will be provided.

2. Because the services elders need are not always available or there are not enough workers through the traditional system.

3. Because the cost for providing CDS-N should be less than the traditional system.

4. Because services are needed for consumers who don’t speak English well.

5. Because the federal and state government has a strong interest in consumer directed community supports.
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
