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Consumer Directed Services- Nutrition (CDS-N)

Targeting Criteria for CDS-N
Consumers must meet the following criteria to receive Consumer Directed Services- Nutrition.
1. Consumer (consumer) who is 60 years of age or older (and spouse regardless of age)
2. Consumer who is homebound by reason of illness, disability or functional need AND unable to prepare his/her own nutritional meals
3. Consumer who has the desire and capacity to navigate the Consumer Directed Services- Nutrition Process

Consumers who meet the following criteria will receive preference (but these are not requirements that must be met to receive Consumer Directed Services- Nutrition).
1. Consumer for whom the traditional system is not working
2. Consumer who has the greatest economic or social need (with particular attention given to low-income minority consumers)
3. Consumer who is part of a minority ethnic or racial group (services must be provided to minority older adults in at least the same proportion as they are to the older population of the service area)
4. Consumer who is isolated
5. Consumer who has a limited English proficiency
6. Consumer who has a hearing or visual impairment
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
