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Consumer Directed Services- Nutrition (CDS-N)

Available Funds and Fees
1. A maximum, as established by the appropriate Area Agency on Aging (usually between $1500 to $2,000) is available for CDS-N services to be spent by an individual consumer from now until December 31, 2009 (this excludes the fees listed in #2 below).

2. Fees for IPP assistance, Support Planning, and Fiscal Support Entity services will be paid for out of the contract funds from the Area Agency on Aging at the following rate:

a. IPP assistance--$60.00 per IPP

· This fee provides payment to the agency or Support Planner that assists a consumer to complete an IPP if the person requests it. This fee cannot be paid to the consumer.  Under the Nutrition program, this service is provided at no charge to the consumer or Fiscal Support Entity.

b. Support Planner--$30.00 per month

· This fee provides payment to the Support Planner for providing the services detailed in the “Role of the Support Planner” document.
c. Fiscal Support Entity Fees- $35.00 per month 

· This fee provides the payment for the Fiscal Support Entity for providing the services detailed in the “Role of the Fiscal Support Entity” document.
