Community Partners -
Two Harhors LAH/BNP

Located in the Anowhead region of northeast Min-
nesota, the city of Two Harbors s the largest town in
Lake County. The 2000 Census put thei population o
3,613 people with 779 (21.6%) of those people over the
age of65. After noticing a distinet need for elder assis-
tance in their community, a steering commiltee formed
ta create the Community Partners - Two Harbors Liv-
ing at Home/Black Nusse Program.

Doors opened in Jamary of 2000 and the Program
has since then grown to be a critical part of the commu-
sity. With funding from various sousces including the
Horthiand Foundation, the Duluth Superior Area Con-
munity Foundation, United Way, the Two Harbors
Area Fund and many others, Community Pattners
served 249 elders in the 2006.07 Fiscal Year, an in-
crease of almast 9% from the previous year.
