They tiked the laundry facitiies, senior dining program
andthe nice dining room available for parties.

Dee moved into the uilding in July. Ronda sees her
nearly every day that she’s atwork Dee’s memory loss
has been slowly progressing and she sees her doclor on
a roguler basis. Ronda feels that the C.4 RE. Program
has been able to keep her from going to a aursing home.
They remind her of such things as her faot care sppoint-
ments, blood pressure checks and Friendship Club
meetings which are all services provided by C.4 RE.

This new lifestyle has helped take away some of
Dee’s frustrations. She now knows that the CARE.
Pragram will be thee to help her deal with her memory
Ioss. Ronda says, “It fesls so gaad to be able to help
seniors thraugh the C.A4 RE. Progran!”

Avoid puting your loved one i  position whete they need to make
choices. Using close-ended questions that requice a yes orno re-
sponse. Do you want coffes?” instead of What do you wantto
drink?”
