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Educational Plan

Goals:  1)   To create a model of consistent caregiver evaluation that results in
                   consistent offering of targeted education to caregivers

2) To assess caregivers and determine their educational needs

3) To provide the identified education through existing tipsheets

4) To determine the need for future new tipsheets 

5) To promote consistent documentation of caregiver education sessions

Implementation plan:

1) Living at Home/Block Nurse program staff will use the Caregiver Support
      Services Evaluation Form (revised in November 2008) to assess the caregiver
      needs.


2)  After completing the form, staff will identify one or two targeted educational

      needs from the assessment checklist section on CAREGIVER TASKS.

3) Staff  will choose the appropriate numbered tipsheets that correspond with the educational objective and review with the caregiver.
4) It is suggested that each caregiver receive at least one educational session on

       the targeted area that is of greatest educational interest or an identified
       problem for the caregiver.

5)    Release of information form needs to be signed.

6)  LAH/BNP staff will record and document educational sessions in quarterly data reports to the Elderberry Institute.
